The 2008 Beijing Olympic Games are drawing near. Are you looking forward to watching the matches? If so,  here are some suggestions you need to know about audience manners.
Most sporting arenas (赛场) have rules for audience which are written on the back of the tickets. Read your ticket carefully before you arrive. Try to reach your seat half an hour before the start of the event and don't walk about when a game is being held. When you leave,  remember to take away your soft drink botdes and other rubbish.
During exciting games,  try to control yourself. Don't criticize(批评) the performance of players and coaches. Be care​ful with your words,  since some may cause anger among other people in the audience.
Applause is a special form of body language you can use to communicate ( 交流) with players. But you should do it properly. When players first appear,  clap your hands together to welcome them; don't go on for too long. After an excellent performance,  applaud (鼓掌) warmly.
Applause is not welcome,  however,  while a game is being held and the players need to focus all their attention. Differ​ent sports have different rules for the audience. Enjoying artistic gymnastics( 艺术体操) requires silence. But lots of cheering can really help basketball and football players. Using flash( 闪光灯) to take photos is quite disturbing to tennis players. Mobile phones can not be used in shooting centers.

Air is all around us. Air is a mixture of gases( 气体) that we can not see. About one fifth of the air is oxygen,  which is needed by all living things. About four fifths of the air is nitrogen( 氮). "Where are you going?" This question is often asked by Chinese when two friends meet in the street. But if you ask Americans the same question, they will be surprised because they think that "go​ing to some place" is their own business. In their eyes, only a po​liceman will ask such a question in the street.

The same thing will happen to Americans if you ask them " Have you had your meal?". In fact, to us Chinese, such questions do not mean anything but a greeting.            

In America,  when two friends meet in the street,  they will say "Hello!" or "How are you?". They never ask "Where are you going?" or " Have you had your meal?". If two friends meet at the mealtime and one asks the other "Have you had your meal?" , that means he wants to invite his friend to have a meal with him. It's quite different from what it means in China.

The examples above tell us that people in different countries have different customs. Now we are learning foreign languages, we must pay great attention to their customs.
