被动语态 (1)

被动语态一般由助动词be 与及物动词的过去分词一起构成, 被动语态可以用于各种时态, 下面就讲一下被动语态用于常见时态的用法：

1） 用于一般现在时

Tom , you are wanted in the office.

汤姆， 办公室有人找你。

I am not so easily deceived.

我是不会轻易上当受骗的。

2） 用于一般过去时

I was invited to the concert.

我被邀请参加了音乐会。

3） 用于一般将来时

We hope that an agreement will be arrived at.

我们希望会议能够达成一项协议。

4） 用于一般过去将来时

He said that the bridge would be built next year.

他说这座桥明年建成。

5） 用于现在完成时

The party has been planned since the new year.

这个聚会自从新年就已经筹划了。

6） 用于过去完成时

My car had been repaired.

7） 用于将来完成时

This class will have been taught by Mr. Brown for two years by next summer.

到明年夏天，这个班将被布朗先生教了两年了。

8） 用于现在进行时

The question is being discussed at the meeting.

这个问题正在会上讨论着。

被动语态除了be +done 的形式外， 还可由 get + done 的形式构成，但是这种结构一般用于日常口语中， 如：

Hundreds of people get killed every year by traffic on the roads.

每年都有几百人死于道路交通事故。

被动语态还可由情态动词+be + 过去分词的结构组成， 如：

This must be done as soon as possible.

What’s done can not be undone.               覆水难收

短语动词也可以用于被动语态， 如：

Many interesting experiments are carried out in our laboratory.

我们实验室做了许多有趣的实验。

Good use is made of the library. (= they make good use of the library)

图书馆的利用率很高。

被动语态的用法

被动语态常常用于下列几种场合：

1） 当我们不知道动作的执行者时，用被动语态，如：

Printing was introduced into Europe from China.

印刷术是从中国传入欧洲的。

2） 当我们不必要提出执行者时，用被动语态，如：

I was born in 1984.

Such thing are not done twice.

这种事不可再做。

3） 当我们强调动作的承受者时，用被动语态，如：

She is liked by everybody.

A good time was had by all

大家都玩得很愉快。

4） 当我们出于行文得需要，用被动语态，如：

Helen was sent to the school by her parents when she was nine.  (上文提到了海伦)

5） 有些动词习惯上用于被动语态，如：

He is said to be a good teacher.     他被认为是一个好老师。
还有些不及物动词虽然用主动语态，却含有被动意义，这种不及物动词有以下几类。

1） 某些连系动词，如 smell, taste, sound, feel等

The flowers smell sweet.

2)  某些可与can’t , won’t 连用得不及物动词，如move, shut, open

    The door won’t shut.

3) 某些可与well, easily等副词连用得不及物动词，如read, write, clean, burn, cook

This kind of rice cooks more quickly than the others.

Loyal party members stick to their party’s principles.

2）give off (= send out)      散发出  （气味，气体，光）

The milk must be bad , it’s giving off a nasty smell.

这牛奶散发出一股臭味， 肯定坏了。

The fire is giving off a lot of smoke.

这堆火正在冒浓烟。

3） set back ( = delay, make late)        推迟

The bad weather will set back our building plans by three weeks.

坏天气将使我们的建筑计划推迟三周。

The cost of the civil war has set back national development by ten years.

内战的代价是使国家的发展进程延缓了十年。

4）  As- Phrases     与as 有关的短语和用法

as a rule ( =as usual, usually)      通常，照例

As a rule I get home at six o’clock.

as far as ( = so far as )           直到…..为止（表范围），就…..(表程度)

The fire spread as far as the park.

火势一直蔓延到公园。

He has no brothers as far as I know.

就我所知， 他没有兄弟。

as follows (= as given)        如下 （表列举）

The result are as follows: Philips 1st, Sam 2nd, Sandy 3rd.

as good as  ( =almost )   几乎， 实际上

He as good as called me a thief.

他几乎管我叫小偷了。

as it is  ( = in fact)        事实上

I thought things would get better, but as it is they are getting worse.

我原以为事情会好转，但事实上，越来越糟。

5) seat 和 sit

seat 是及物动词，通常用于反身动词和被动语态，而sit 是不及物动词

He seated himself  / was seated in the chair.

他坐在椅子上

He sat down  (=  he was seated )

他坐下了。

6） spring up ( =begin suddenly; grow up quickly)       突然出现 （而且迅速发展）

   New towns are springing up to house the increasing population.

   新的城镇正在不断涌现，为正在增长的人口提供住宿。

   The boy has really sprung up this summer, I hardly recognized him.

   今年夏天这男孩长高了好多，我几乎认不出他了。

7） feel like 和 feel for

feel like (= have a wish for , want )       表示“想要，觉得像”， 后面常接名词或动名词，不能用于进行时和被动语态。

I don’t feel like dancing now.

我现在不想跳舞。

Do you feel like walking to the conner with me ？

你愿意和我一起走到那个拐角吗 ？

feel for  ( try to find by touch)         摸索

I had to feel for the light switch in the dark.

我得在黑暗中摸索着找电灯开关。

8） join   和  join  in

join in   (=take part in, share)  后面只能加某项活动或某件事，即 join in doing sth

如：     May I join in your conversation?

         The whole crowd joined in singing the popular songs.

          整个人群都加入到了唱流行歌曲的行列。

join     表示参加某个组织或团体， 即 join a club, join the party, join sb 等

如：     Ask him to join us for lunch.

         请他和我们一起吃午饭。

         I join the party on july 2003
