不定式的功用

不定式在句中可用作主语，宾语，表语，定语，同位语，状语和补语。

1） 用作主语，如：

To see is to believe.

百闻不如一见。

有时常用it 作为语法上的主语，而作主语的不定式的真实主语放在谓语之后。

   It’s been a pleasure to be able to help you.

   能帮助你是一种荣幸。

2） 用作表语，如：

The duties of a postman are to deliver letters and newspapers.

邮递员的任务就是投递信与报纸。

My chief purpose is to point out the difficulties of the matter.

我的主要意图是指出这个问题的困难所在。

3） 用作宾语，其逻辑主语同时也是全句的主语。

They demanded to be shown the authentic documents.

有时用it 作为语法上的形式宾语。

She found it difficult to answer the question.

有不少形容词可后接不定式，这种不定式也可以作宾语。

I am very glad to see you.
