  In both of the parks, visitors can ride, walk, or boat as they like．There are streets looking like those in the USA towards the end of the nineteenth century, where you can see and “feel”the life of Americans in the old days． There are fairyland, where you can meet the characters from fairy tales and Disney's cartoons and films． If you want something more exciting, you may experience your own adventures．For example, you can go under the sea in a submarine(潜水艇) visit an ancient castle, go with Alice to the wonderland, or even have a ride in a spaceship traveling among the stars．
