You either have it, or you don’t —a sense of direction, that is. But why is it that some people could find their way across the Sahara without a map, while others can lose themselves in the next street?

Scientists say we’re all born with a sense of direction, but it is not property understood how it works. One theory is that people with a good sense of direction have simply worked harder at developing it. Research being carried out at Liverpool University supports this idea and suggests that if we don’t use it, we lose it.

“Children as young as seven have the ability to find their way around,” says Jim Martland, Research Director of the project. “However if they are not allowed out alone or are taken everywhere by car, they never develop the skills.”

Jim Martland also emphasizes that young people should be taught certain skills to improve their sense of direction. He makes the following suggestions.

If you are using a map, turn it so it relates to the way you are facing. 

If you leave your bike in a strange place, put it near something like a big stone or a tree. Note landmarks on the route as you go away from your bike. When you return , go back along the same route.

Simplify the way of finding your direction by using lines such as streets in a town, streams, or walls in the countryside to guide you. Count your steps so that you know how far you have gone and note any landmarks such as lower blocks or hills which can help to find out where you are.

Royal(皇家的) Korea on TV

Maybe you have seen a lot of Chinese television dramas talking about things that happened to royal families in ancient China. But do you know our neighbour, South Korea, actually has a similar royal history to us?

Now as the television hit “Dae Jang Geum” (《大长今》), also known as “Jewel in the palace”, arrives in China, you can take a good look at the people, buildings and food in ancient Korea.

Seo Jang-Geum, played by Lee Young-Ae(李英爱)，is a true figure from history, Jang-Geum is a beautiful and clever girl born in a low class family. She enters the royal palace at ten and works very hard.

In the time when women had no respect in society, Jang-Geum manages to become very important in the palace.

But one day she falls into a conspiracy(阴谋) and is kicked out of the palace. But she doesn’t stop here. She studies medicine and re-enters the palace. She finally becomes the supreme royal doctor. She is the first woman doctor in Korean history to serve the king.

Her iron-strong will is the key to her success as she is always troubled by many difficulties.

During its run in South Korea the show received over 50% of the ratings share(收视率), the highest in Korean television history. It was also a big hit with audiences in Hong Kong and Taiwan.

Special foods

The TV drama contains a lot of tips about how to make good royal dishes. How much do you know about food in Korea?

Kimchi

Everyone in Korea eats kimchi almost every day! It is a hot, fermented(发酵的) dish made up of cabbage seasoned with(佐以) salt, garlic, green onions, ginger, red pepper and shellfish(贝类).

It is low in calories and very high in fibre(纤维). It fact, it is richer in vitamins than apples. We all know “An apple a day keeps the doctor away”. But in Korea, perhaps people would say “Some kimchi a day keeps the doctor away”.

Bulgogi

The word bulgogi is translated as Korean barbecue. It literally means “fire meat” as bul is “fire” and gogi is “meat”.

The meat is put in a special sauce before it is cooked over a charcoal(木炭) grill(烤架), usually at the table. In some restaurants, bulgogi is cooked on a round pan heated by charcoal or gas.

It is always hard for a small fish to live in a big pond．Pluto's（冥王星） recent departure(离开)from the classical planet family clearly proves that size really matters．

　　Astronomers voted on August 24 to create the first scientific definition of the word "planet", and Pluto obviously didn't make the cut．It turned out to be only a "dwarf planet”.(矮行星)After weeks of heated debate ,over 2．500 astronomers from 73 countries voted on the definition of a "planet" at a conference of the International Astronomical Union (IAU)．According to the definition, a planet must have a clear neighborhood around its orbit(轨道)．Pluto has widely been considered a planet since its discovery in 1930．Unfortunately, it has a special orbit which overlaps(与……交迭) with Neptune's（海王星）．It is all because, compared with Neptune, Pluto is very small．It is attracted by Neptune's gravity when the two planets get closer．

　　According to IAU．a "dwarf planet" should have an orbit around the Sun．It will not have a clear neighborhood around its orbit, and must not be a satellite．The new classification means that the science textbooks will have to be updated．The solar system is now made up of the eight "classical planets," together with a number of dwarf planets．The classical planets are: Mercury，Venus, Earth, Mars．Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune．The debate over Pluto’s status started in 1992．After an advanced telescope was sent into space, astronomers started to find a belt of objects, which lies beyond Neptune．The belt contains nearly 1,000 objects, including Pluto．As they continued the exploration, scientists recently discovered at least 41 dwarf planets at the edges of the solar system．There are at least two objects of a similar size to Pluto

　　It seems that even if the IAU had kept Pluto's status as a planet, the classical theory of nine planets in the solar system would have had to be changed, but the other way around．More dwarf planets of a similar size to Pluto would join the family of planets．Scientists will probably find many more dwarf planets．
