Email has brought the art of letter writing back to life, but some experts think the resulting spread of bad English does more than good.

Email is a form of communication that is changing, for the worse, the way we write and use language, say some communication researchers. It is also changing the way we interact ( 交流 ) and build relationship. These are a few of the recently recognized features of email, say experts, which should cause individuals and organizations to rethink the way they use email. 

“ Email has increased the spread of careless writing habits,” says Naomi Baron, a professor of linguistics ( 语言学 ) at an American university. She says the poor spelling, grammar, punctuation and sentence structure of emails reflect ( 放映 ) a growing unconcern about the way we write.

Baron argues that we shouldn’t forgive and forget the poor writing often shown in email. “ The more we use email and its tasteless writing, the more it becomes the normal way of writing,” the professor says.

Others say that despite its poor writing, email has finished what several generations of English teachers couldn’t; it has made writing fashionable again.

“ Email is a critical new communication technology.” Says Ian Lancashire, a professor of English at Toronto University. “ It fills the gap between spoken language and the formal methods of writing that existed before email. It is the purest form of written speech.”
Lancashire says email has the mysterious ability to get people who are usually scared by writing to get their thoughts flowing easily onto a blank screen. He says this is because of email’s close similarity to speech. “ It’s like a circle of four or five people around a campfire,” he says.

Still, he accepts that this new-found freedom to express themselves often gets people into trouble. Emails sent in a day almost exceed ( 超过 ) the number of letters mailed in a year. But more people are recognizing the content of a typical email message is not often exact.

  As we know, it is important that a firm should pay attention to the training of its staff as there exist many weak parts in its various departments. Staff training must have a purpose, which is set when a firm considers its training needs, which are in turn based on job descriptions and job specifications. A job description should give details of the performance that is required fro particular job, and a job specification should give information about the behavior, knowledge and skills that are expected of an employee who works in it. When all of this has been collected, it is possible to make a training specification. This specifies ( 详述 ) what the Training Department must teach for the successful performance of the job, and also the best methods to use in the training period. 

There are many different training methods, and there are advantages and disadvantages of all of them. Successful training programs depend on an understanding of the difference between learning about skills and training in using them. It is frequently said that learning about skills takes place “ off the job” in the classroom, but training in using these skills takes place “ on the job”, by means of such activities as practice in the workshop.

It is always difficult to evaluate (评估) the costs and savings of a training program. The success of such a program depends not only on the methods used but also on the quality of the staff who do the training. A company can often check on savings in time and costs by examining the work performed by the workers and technicians who have completed a training program. The evaluation of management training is much more complex (复杂) than that.

                           Studying abroad

Each June, young Chinese applying for overseas study experience the most anxious time in their life as they queue up in front of foreign embassies and wait for their visas. This year, however, embassies did not receive as many applicants as in the past, an official with the British embassy in China told Xinhua.

“More and more Chinese students seem to be losing interest in overseas study, as the number of applicants to study in Britain, the United States, and Australia has all dropped to their historically lowest point,” the official told Xinhua, refusing to give his name.

Lots of Chinese students have dreamed of going abroad ever since the late 1970s when China first adopted its opening-up policies. With the fast growth of personal income, those who could not realize the dream themselves turned to their children. In recent years, the number of self-funded overseas students in China jumped to 79 percent of the total, producing a very big market for the education industry.
