　　 Many people think a telephone is essential. But I think it is a pest and a time waster. Very often you find it impossible to escape from some idle or curious chatter-box, or from somebody who wants something for nothing. If you have a telephone in your own house, you will admit that it tends to ring when you are asleep, or in the middle of a meal or a conversation, or when you are just going out, or when you are taking your bath. Are you strong-minded enough to ignore it, to say to yourself, “Ah, well, it will all be the same in a hundred years’ time”？ You are not. You think there may be some important news or messages for you. I can assure you that if a message is really important it will reach you sooner or later. Have you never rushed dripping from the bath, or chewing from the table, or dazed from the bed, only to be told that you are a wrong number?

　　 But you will say, you need not have your name printed in the telephone directory, and you can have a telephone which is only usable for outgoing calls. Besides, you will say, isn’t it important to have a telephone in case of emergency — illness, an accident, or fire? Of course, you are right, but here in a thickly populated country like England one is seldom far from a telephone in case of dreadful necessity.

　　 I think perhaps I had better try to justify myself by trying to prove that what I like is good .I admit that in different circumstances — if I were a tycoon (business VIP) ,for instance ,or bed-ridden I might find a telephone essential . But then if I were a taxi-driver I should find a car essential.

　　 Let me put it another way: there are two things for which the English seem to show particular talent; one is mechanical invention, the other is literature. My own business happens to be with the use of words but I see I must now stop using them. For I have just been handed a slip of paper to say that somebody is waiting to speak to me on the telephone. I think I had better answer it. After all, one never knows, it may be something important.

Digital camera

　　The newly invented digital camera is fascinating; you can take pictures without film. You can transfer and exhibit your picture globally in a few seconds through the Internet. The image stored in a hard drive will never wear out like the traditional photos. Digital cameras also satisfy the impatient photographer by allowing them to view their masterpiece in real time.

　　Unlike the images of traditional cameras formed by chemical reaction, the digital camera works as an image digitizer itself. It’s made of CCD(charge-coupled device ), a small grid of tiny light-sensitive cells. When struck by light, each cell sends out an electrical signal whose waveform characteristics vary depending on the intensity （强度）of light. The signal from each cell is changed into a digital value and stored in the camera’s memory or on an electronic storage medium. A “picture” is reduced to a very long list of numbers waiting to be converted back into visual form. Processed through a computer, each value becomes a pixel; pixels are reassembled in the original grid pattern and displayed or printed.

　　The image resolution（分辨率）of a digital camera depends on the CCD. More cells on the CCD mean more pixels on the image, which gives greater detail and higher image resolution. The early digital camera had resolution only up to 400 pixels per image, cost several thousand dollars, and was mainly for business use. Now there are more choices for consumers in different price ranges. The variety of digital camera has amazed first adapters to buy the products.

　　The digital camera technology is moving very fast. A few months ago， most of the digital cameras were equipped with focus lenses, but now most new models are equipped with auto focus lenses at reasonable prices. With all these inventions and technology advancements, the future of digital camera is bright, and digital cameras may eventually replace traditional cameras.

The World’s Most Unusual Workplace

SEMCO has been called the world’s most unusual workplace．At this Brazilian company in Sau Paulo, employees decide their own salaries, choose their own managers, and come and go when they want．They can wear what they like and they only have to turn up for a meeting if they are interested．There are even hammocks around the offices for them to relax in.

The CEO, 44-year-old Ricardo Semler, had broken all the traditional rules of running a business．He believes that the more freedom and trust you give your workers, the more productive and loyal they become．His ideas may seem crazy, but they work．When Semler took over the business 24 years ago, it was a small, traditional company that manufactured ship parts and was struggling to survive．Today, it has ten business areas, 3,000 employees, and annual revenues of $212 million.

Employees work in small groups of 10 to 12 people who decided their own project, budgets and who they want on their team to succeed．All employees are in a profit-sharing program, which encourages them to do their best for the company．Semler’s attitude is that if nobody comes to a meeting, then the topic for discussion must have been a terrible idea．And if an employee wants to give himself a huge salary increase, he can, but he risks being voted off his team.

As well as being able to choose their own hours, the company offers employees a “Retire-a-Little” program, where they can take a day off and “pay it back” after they retire．There is even a “Work ‘n’ Stop” program, where employees can take three years off at any time, for any reason．And for new employees, there is the “Lost in Space” program, where they can spend their first year wandering around the company deciding what they want to do.

Semler himself has no office and no regular hours．He doesn’t even wear a watch and thinks there should be no clear line between work and leisure．“The results are what matters,” he says, “Not whether someone is sitting on a beach from two to four on a Monday afternoon.”
