Picture 1. Mother Teresa 

Mother Teresa was born in Yugoslavia, on August 27, 1910. She was a person with a strong personality. She was always willing to listen to and follow what was right, even when it seemed to go against what was expected. She won a Nobel Prize for her work among the poor people around the world. She called for schooling, good housing conditions for the poor. She was deeply loved by the poor people in India. It is reported that she died, about 400 important figures including queens, presidents, prime ministers and the former First Lady Hillary Clinton came to pay final tribute to her.

Picture 2. Bill Gates

Bill Gates is one of the world’s richest men. It is estimated that he earns about US $ 30 million a day. This figure, however, depends upon the value at any time of his computer software company, Microsoft.

Gates established this company with Paul Allen in 1975 while he was still a student at Harvard University. At that time he believed it would not be long before every home had a computer, and that every family would need software. Software is the name given to the programs we use on a computer. The computer itself—the keyboard, monitor and processor—are called hardware.

Gates was born on October 28, 1955 and was already writing computer programs while still at school. In the 8th grade, he wrote a simple mathematical program and a computer version of his favourite board game, Rick, which is about world domination, and that he wants Microsoft to dominate the computer software industry.

Picture 3. Beethoven 

Beethoven was born on 17 December, 1770 in Bonn. His father and grandfather were court musicians and both influenced him a lot. He carried on the family tradition in exemplary form and became one of the greatest composers of all time. He composed music himself. Though blind and deaf, he didn’t lose heart. He continued composing. One of his famous F Sonate is Clair de Lune. He was also famous for his sixth and ninth symphony.

Picture 4. Zhang Heng

Zhang Heng was born at the time of the Eastern Han (sometimes called the later Han) Dynasty. He invented the first seismograph for measuring earthquakes.
